An impressive bottle of Porta dos

Cavaleiros 1963 left us with an unforgettable memory. In 2015, when we had the

opportunity to enrich our collection with these wines, we did not hesitate a minute.

The nose is fruity and floral with notes of citrus fruit, pineapple and rose. The

palate is fresh, balanced and intense with fine sparkles and a long, dry finish.
